I.    New Business
Eagle Scout Project Presentation, Scout Clayton Hadlock – He is proposing a renovation of the campsite at the Lewisboro Town Park.  He is looking to replace four of the platforms with either 10x10 or 8x8 new ones.  He will cleanup and remove the old platforms and the build the new ones.  He has started the process with the Building Department and ACARC.

Fall Programs – We have offered the following programs this fall – tennis lessons and tennis ladder, field hockey, pickleball, yoga, stem classes, basketball outdoors.  A movie night was offered 2 weeks ago but not as well attended at the first one.  We did receive a $500 credit for a future movie due to poor sound conditions.  The outdoor animal embassy brought 20 different animals to Onatru Farm Park.  The virtual New Neighbor Network had about 6-8 new neighbor families on.  The senior meeting was cancelled yesterday due to weather and will resume at the firehouse next week.  

Lewisboro Learning Lot received a grant for approximately $30,000.  We will discount fees to those who return in January.  

The preliminary budget for 2021 is due by Halloween with the final budget by December 10th.  

Wee Ski will be held at Thunder Ridge this year.  The elementary program for grades 4&5 will be held on Tuesday evenings and the Middle School gr. 6-8 will be held on Thursdays.  Both will depart from and return to Town Park.
