I.    New Business
Fall Programming – The Department would like to have a Trunk or Treat in which the Parks and Recreation Department purchases the candy for the vendors to hand out.  It will be held at Town Park main parking lot from approximately 2:00PM – 5:00PM.  Each participant will be charged $5.00.  We are hoping to get at least 15 vendors who will be charged $15.00 and permitted to bring 3 participants.  There will be awards for best costume or trunk.  The event will be held on Halloween, October 31st. 
Other programs being held outdoors – yoga, art, basketball, hiking club.  Other ideas could be scarecrow contest and drool in the pool is still in question. 

Pool – September 9th is the last day for the pool.

Playgrounds and bathrooms are still closed. 

Lewisboro Learning Lot – The department is trying to run this program for children in grades 2-5 for working parents.  We would follow the school’s cohort schedule so that children would come on Monday/Tuesday or Thursday/Friday with the option of all coming on Wednesday.  The Town has notified the Town Attorney and the insurance company for the Town.  The Learning Lot would be run just like camp with temperature checks and health screening forms.  All guidelines will be followed.  
II.   Old Business
Pool – The so called COVID case at the pool turned out to be a false positive.  It is felt there is no need to close the pool for a full hour – a half hour is good as the pool is being cleaned throughout the day.  The staff is doing a great job.
